3. Progress of discussion during WRC-23 on the Agenda Item
No issues have yet been raised under Agenda Item 9.2 (satellite issues). This will be dealt with by SWG 5C2, Chaired by Mr Jack Wengryniuk. This SWG is also dealing with Agenda Item 9.3 which contains some inter-related issues.
An informal group also met on Thursday following SWG6A3 to discuss Resolution 85, Application of Article 22 of the Radio Regulations to the protection of geostationary fixed-satellite service and broadcasting-satellite service networks from non-geostationary fixed-satellite service systems. This follows development of the software to assess epfd and updated ITU-R Resolution S.1503 (version 2). A merged document was developed based on input contributions from CEPT (Doc. 65) and Canada/Ecuador/United States of America (Doc 78) was developed and is available on the sharepoint. The meeting decided that sufficient issues were raised to warrant the formation of a formal drafting group. Details TBD.
