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1. Agenda Item: 
· 1.3 which says: to consider primary allocation of the band 3 600‑3 800 MHz to mobile service within Region 1 and take appropriate regulatory actions, in accordance with Resolution 246 (WRC‑19);

2. Topics proposed by other regional Groups or ITU Members which are not included in ACP and APT View
· APT has not submitted any ACP or view, however, we know APT views on this WRC agenda item. APT members bordering Region 1, are seeking enough protection against interference of new-comer primary mobile
· Some Region 1 countries push for IMT identification in the frequency band 3.6 – 3.8 GHz and some less number of administrations seeks for inclusion of aeronautical mobile for upgrading of secondary mobile in Region 1
3. Progress of discussion during WRC-23 on the Agenda Item
· Currently the group SWG 4C1 discuss on a footnote that will associate with allocation (Primary allocation to mobile). This footnote may use some of:
· pfd level -154.5 dB(W/(m2 . 4kHz)) for more than 20% of mobile station, 
· No. 9.21 for coordination, 
· No. 9.17 and No. 9.18.
4. Issues which require discussion at APT Coordination Meetings and seek guidance thereafter
· Understanding regional position and guidance on Identification for IMT which is out-o-scope. This issue would probably discussed in higher level
· The conditions that is required for protection of Region 3 existing services;
