For NGSO-GSO CEPT has proposed Expanded cone of coverage, whereas other regional groups have proposed within the cone coverage.
RCC input indicates that administrations must be given the opportunity to exclude their territory from the service area of any system using satellite to satellite links within the framework of FSS allocation.
3. Progress of discussion during WRC-23 on the Agenda Item
SWG5B3, DG5B3b and DG5B3c were held today (27 Nov 2023). 
Discussions during SWG5B3 meeting:
The meeting started discussion on the Temp 5B3-ver4 document (Attached). 
· The footnotes 5.A117 and 5.523X were discussed. For the footnote 5.523X regarding protection of 19.3-19.7 GHz , offline discussions are initiated for further progress.
· Considering and resolves portion 1-6 was discussed.
· For interference management, the editorials accepted for AI 1.15 and 1.16 will be adopted for this agenda item also.
Discussions during DG5B3c meeting:
· The meeting discussed and agreed on the definition of new Appendix 4 parameter A.25 C1 which is the exclusion angle. Chairman, DG informed that BR will be consulted for this definition and the definition will be finalized based on the feedback from BR.
Discussions during DG5B3b meeting:
· The meeting discussed on the conditions for non-GSO ISS transmitting in the frequency band 27.5-30.0 GHz to GSO to protect non-GSO FSS space stations and good progress was made. Regional groups required more time for offline discussions and to consult within their groups.
· The meeting discussed on the conditions for non-GSO ISS transmitting in the frequency band 27.5-30.0 GHz to N-GSO stations and in general it is felt that exclusion zone should not be there for transmissions. However , exact on axis EIRP values and EIRP densities are still under discussion.
· Regarding, offaxis antenna pattern, Luxembourg informed that analysis was carried out for different patterns and option f3 was found to be better.
Chairperson encouraged more offline discussions among the regional groups. 
4. Issues which require discussion at APT Coordination Meetings and seek guidance thereafter
· In the frequency bands 27.5-29.1 GHz and 29.5-30 GHz On-axis e.i.r.p spectral density of [-28/-30] dBW/Hz is proposed from any non-GSO space station transmitting to another non-GSO system with a lower than 2 000 km. Singapore has proposed -28 dBW/Hz.
· For NGSO (LEO) -GSO CEPT has proposed Expanded cone of coverage and has sent the proposal (Attached). 
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
