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The small group tasked to develop the draft new Resolution [Possible Review to Sharing Conditions in the band 13.75 – 14 GHz] have met three times in addition to the offline email discussion and finished its works yesterday. 
SWG 6B1 meeting held yesterday have discussed the draft new Resolution [Possible Review to Sharing Conditions in the band 13.75 – 14 GHz] and SWG6B1 meeting have approved it as new Resolution on this study proposal. As of now, the agreed new Resolution on this study proposal have not yet uploaded to Temporary Document to be considered in WG 6B level for further review and considerations of the next 6B meeting. The only outstanding issue on the new Resolution [Possible Review to Sharing Conditions in the band 13.75 – 14 GHz] would be whether this study proposal will be adopted as new agenda item for WRC-27 or preliminary agenda item WRC-31. 
For today’s meeting, we might want to decide as APT whether we could agree to study 
this topic as new agenda item for WRC-27 or as preliminary agenda item WRC-31 with 
the following considerations:
· All of the concerns from all stakeholders have been incorporated into the new 
Resolution [Possible Review to Sharing Conditions in the band 13.75 – 14 GHz].

· As per input contributions, at least, 2 regional groups have agreed to study this 
topic to be adopted as new agenda item for WRC-27 study cycle.
